Student Memorandum of Understanding 2010-2011
1. It is my responsibility to familiarize myself and abide by ALL polices of AECHS as outlined in the Student Handbook. The electronic version may be found at http://se.sesc.k12.ar.us/echs. 

2. I will maintain appropriate classroom behavior as outlined by my high school student handbook, my AECHS instructor, and the AECHS Student Handbook. 

3. I will be accountable for all class activities including on-line and off-line instruction. 

4. I will complete and provide to the CIV Lab Facilitator all assignments and assessments in the time specified and format specified by the AECHS instructor. 

5. I will be respectful to the AECHS faculty and other students participating in the class, or I may be dropped from the class by the AECHS instructor with a grade of “W” or “F” in the course. 

6. I will not willingly participate in activities that are dishonest. If I am guilty of academic dishonesty or plagiarism as outlined in the AECHS Student Handbook and course syllabi, I understand that I will face the consequences set by the instructor, which could include having to redo the assignment, receiving a grade of Zero (0) on that assignment, or possible removal from the course. If I repeat these actions, I will be removed from the course without credit. I will be placed in a regular high school classroom for the remainder of the year. If I am removed from the course, I will not be permitted to enroll in any other AECHS course for one year 

7. I will actively participate in my learning experience. 

8. If I receive 2 written behavior/discipline reports in a class, I will be dismissed from that class and will not receive high school or college credit for the semester in which the dismissal occurs. Additionally, I will not be allowed to take any other AECHS course for one year. NOTE: I may be removed from the class after one incident based on the severity of the incident as determined by the AECHS Coordinator. 

9. I will follow the computer usage guidelines of my local school district and my AECHS instructor. 

10. I am expected to be in class every day; however, if I am absent from class more than eight times, I will not receive college credit unless an exception has been requested and granted from the AECHS coordinator. I understand that in the few cases where credit could be granted, that I must have documented absences that are primarily due to activities in which I missed class while representing the school and/or extenuating circumstances. I must be performing well in class and this exception must have the approval of both the instructor and the AECHS coordinator. However, if I have not been approved to receive college credit, then I may remain in the class for high school credit with permission of the AECHS coordinator. 

11. If I am absent for any reason I am responsible for checking assignments on WebCT, contacting my instructor, completing all assignments as outlined in the instructor’s syllabus, and watching the video of the class if necessary. I will follow the make-up policy as outlined in the AECHS Student Handbook. It is my responsibility to compete all make-up requirements in the time indicated by my instructor and the AECHS Student Handbook. 

12. I must follow the policies of the postsecondary institution granting my college credit including course drop fees and withdrawal instructions. 

13. I am responsible for requesting a copy of my college transcript including payment of any associated fees charged by the postsecondary institution granting me college credit. 

14. I will receive progress reports every 4.5 weeks and a midterm grade after 9 weeks. My semester grade will be determined by the total points for the entire semester, not an average of 9 weeks’ grades. 

15. I will follow the guidelines in my syllabus, which will also include the web address of my postsecondary institution partner. I will provide my signature on documents requested by the postsecondary institution. 

16. I give permission for AECHS to use photos and videos taken of me in the AECHS class and AECHS functions including placement of photographs on the AECHS website and distance learning portal. 

17. If I make a “D” or “F” in an AECHS course, I will not be allowed to continue for college credit for the second part of a two part class. I will also be on probation for any other course and will be removed from the college credit portion if my grade is below a “C” at nine weeks. 

18. I am responsible for reading and following the reporting guidelines of the AECHS statement regarding a student with a disability found on the AECHS website and the AECHS Student Handbook.
